In an ongoing commitment to improve customer service, the City of Marietta’s Building Inspections Division has installed an Interactive Voice Response (IVR) system.  You can now schedule inspections, or check results, 24 hours a day, 7 days a week!

Before calling you will need:

A touch-tone telephone

A permit Number or Access Pin

An Inspection Code
Choose the following options:

Press (1) Schedule an Inspection

Press (2) Cancel an Inspection

Press (3) Inspection Results

Press (0) Operator

Press (#) End Call

The Voice Permits system will prompt you each step of the way.  You may perform multiple inspections during call.  At the end of the call you will be issued a confirmation number.  We recommend that you keep a record of your confirmation numbers and any other inspections you may have scheduled, in case needed for future reference.

Schedule an Inspection:
Call the Voice Permits system- the system will ask you to enter the:
1. Application permit number press (1)

2. Phone access code press (2)

3. Return to main menu press (#)

After you have scheduled the inspection, you will be able to:

· Get a confirmation Number and hang up

Use this Confirmation Number when inquiring about your inspection 

· Schedule another inspection, same permit

· Schedule another inspection, different permit

· Leave a message for the inspector

· Return to main menu

Cancel an Inspection

1. Call the Voice Permits system.

2. Permit Number or Phone Access Code

3. Permit Type to be cancelled select #  (this will repeat house number, prompt to cancel inspection, repeat date & time of inspection)
After you have cancelled the inspection, you will be able to:

· Cancel another inspection, same permit

· Cancel another inspection, different permit

· Retrieve Inspector message

· Get a Confirmation and hang up.

· Return to Main Menu

Obtain Inspection Results (press 3)

1. Call the VoicePermits system

2. Permit # press 1(first two digits indicate year) (permit issued this year press 1) (previous year press 2) (second part of permit #, followed by # key) select permit type, house # repeated.

3. Phone access code press 2

Items for Residential Construction
1) Open web floor trusses to be draft-stopped every 1000 square feet.

2) Mechanical room wall need to be properly fire blocked to floor at Framing Inspection (OSB or drywall).

3) Fire caulk or properly seal all top and bottom plate penetration and chases!

4) Slabs must have 4” of gravel base, 6 mil plastic, welded wire or fiber mesh concrete, and rebar in grade beams.

5) Footings shall have 2 runs of #4 rebar on chairs with corner turned – do not dead-end rebar.

6) Ufer ground must be in place at the Footing Inspection – must use 20 foot long piece of #5 rebar with a maximum of 2 feet vertical in contact with the ground.

7) All deck footings, house footings, wall steel, and slabs must be inspected before pouring concrete.

8) All mechanical rooms and fireplaces must have proper combustion air from the outside.\

9) Storage areas under any stairs must have walls and ceilings sheet rocked.

10) Tempered windows, at code specified areas, are required.

11) Proper size egress windows are required in bedrooms or sleeping areas.

12) Garage door openings must have narrow wall bracing per the 2012 IRC.

13) Stair winders must meet the 2012 IRC.

14) All brick ledges must have a minimum of 15 degrees of fall, clean weep tubes installed at the top and bottom of any wall opening and ledges.  All brick counter flashing must be tucked into grout and saw joints and be held in place with lead wedges and sealed water tight.
15) A separate Low Voltage Permit is required for all low voltage work.

16) Retaining walls require footing, steel, and drainage inspections.

17) Wall sheathing and insulation inspections are required – request under Building Misc.

18) Wall sheathing must meet the 2012 IRC requirements.

19) If garage has a living space above it, the garage ceiling must have a 5/8 inch type X drywall installed on the ceiling.

20) If the garage has a set of pull-down stairs, the pull-down stairs must have a fire-retardant deck.

21) Provide spray foam insulation detail – if using.

22) Basement walls that are over 9 feet or taller in height requires an engineer letter and design.

23) Exhaust fans are required in all wet bath locations (for moisture removal – not odors).  These must be vented to the outside air.

24) Decks are to be constructed per the current Georgia Deck Code.

25) Footings are to be a minimum of 12 inches deep below undisturbed soil.

26) Sill plate anchorage every 32 inches (eliminates the need for redheads).

27) Fire sprinkler line freeze protection in unconditioned spaces – staple 6 mil plastic on top then a minimum of R-19 batt insulation stapled on top of that.

28) Must meet the City of Marietta Fire Sprinkler Ordinance.

29) Fire separation between structures shall be complied with as per R302 of the 2012 IRC.

30) Electrical service shall be installed underground.

31) Window fall protection shall be complied with as per R312.2.1 of the 2012 IRC.
32) ALL tempered windows, permanent guardrails, and handrails must be in place for C.O.’s and C.C’s.

33) This sheet is required to be affixed to the permit card on the job site.
